A. The minimum passing score for all courses taught in grades 1-12 is 70.

B.  Numerical grades must be recorded and maintained for all courses for which 


credit is given in grades 9-12.

C. Students performance in grades 1-12 will be graded as specified below:

A = 90 – 100

B = 80- 89
Above Average Achievement

C = 74 – 79
Average Achievement

D = 70 – 73
Below Average Achievement

F = 0 – 69
Failure to Achieve

      D.  The student’s grade at mid-semester will provide information about the student’s    

            performance the first half of the semester.  At mid-semester the grade issued is 

            merely a progress report, it is not a final grade. 

      E.  The deficiency notice will be issued when the grade is below “C”.  It will be 


issued at least twice during the semester for students having difficulty with their 


coursework:  (a) at the midpoint of the first half of the semester, and (b) at the


midpoint of the second half of the semester.

      F.  Evaluation:  Students’ grades will be a cumulative average consisting of chapter 


tests, special assignments, homework, class work, quizzes, lab, reports, and group 


projects.
